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For a shrine there are impotence and grandeur ema-
nating from the figure buried beneath, or rather a city could
accrue preponderance and genuflection for the shrine it
cuddles , seldom does a city accrue before the sacred
burial; such holy genuflection prevails to the graveyard
and its surroundings : the shrine of Abualfadhil Al-"Abbas
accrues such a niche for the sublimity of the buried pillar !

The Holy Al-"Abbas Shrine is located in the old city
centre of the holy Karbala whose southern facade , ver-
tically, is a forward one , the northern is a backward fa-
cade , the holy Al-Hussein Shrine is located westwards
and the underground Al-"Algami river comes eastwards.

The Holy Al-"Abbas Shrine surpasses many ages from
the everlasting epic of Al-Taff Battle in Muharam 61 Hijra
and fights all the kinds of sacrilege to its parts and sa-
cred symbols , even though there were just mausoleums
, such exposes one fact that the aggressor and despots
flinch from this symbol as it grows effulgent and a fount
to the free worldwide , they are misled in believing that
they could distinguish the light of Him to erect their throne
: shame on what they have done , they cull nothing but
disgrace and loss . For much certitude to what the great
Zeinab Bint imam Ali , the commander of the believers ,
highlights for Al-Sajad, imam Ali Bin Al-Hussein :

They host a flag to the mausoleum of you father , Al-
Hussein,
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during his reign, decreed to erect a mosque and pavil-
ions around the graves , and there sprouted a city around
the holy shrines.

Abbasid rulers rehabilitated the shrine for political rea-
sons to maintain their benefit in being cognizant of the
Ahlalbayt adherents and to take seizure of the intent and
desire . However the rehabilitation phases throughout
ages proceed into the ground at the of certain rulers :
the ruler of Tabstan Mohammed Bin Zaed in 383 Hijra
, Bueihi state in 369 and then one of the princes of the
marshes in the South "Amran Bin Shaheen 380. Con-
sequently such process continue at the hands of many
figures throughout centuries to 15th century Hijra after
the fall of the despot in the first of Safar, under the decree
of the supreme Marja'aeia in the holy Al-Najaf the ap-
pointed administration manages to run the holy shines
in Karbala , the lost legitimacy from centuries , now tends
to be regained to these holy shrines , so it dominates
a great campaign of rehabilitation with Iraqi cadres and
brings the most projects into effect at the first fifth years
after the collapse of the despot . For the moment the con-
striction has been running and the determination grows
more vehement to wreathe such a blessed spot with the
more marvelous and more brilliant portrait. No success
but from Him, the Glorified and the Exalted .
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And have no knowledge of its impact and shade
throughout days and nights.

the more the masterminds of misleading religion and
abomination exert themselves to obliterate and to elimi-
nate it, the deeper , more prominent and the higher the
impact of the flag grows.

The holy shrines in Karbala desecrated several times
from the first centuries of Hijra to the late centuries ; from
Umayyad through Abbasid and the thirteen century , Al-
Wahabist incident the so called the second Al-Taff, it is
a fierce assault against the city devastating everything
, robing the antiques and the expensive items of the
shrines , vandalizing and slaughtering people . Many in-
cidents occurred to the fifteenth century 1991-1411when
the Sha'aban Insurrection surged as people lost temper
and patience for the machinations the buried dictator
wove to rule man by iron-fire policy , the dictator bom-
barded the city and people with different weapons , sav-
agery and bloodshed.

The holy shrine takes process in rehabilitation , one
who rehabilitates the Al-Hussein shrine rehabilitates the
Holy Al-"Abbas Shrine , from the first century, after the
burial of the holy corpses , the poignant battle of Al-Taff,
for the first time there were gravestones to the mausole-
ums under the decree of Imam Zein Al-"Abideen , in 65
Hijra the Al-Tawabeens heave to the Al-Hussein grave
and erect buildings , then Al-Mukhtar Al-Thakafi ,

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As for public opinion, it is a modern term that refers to the
opinion of the group or the vast majority of people, and it has
different definitions and types that overlap, and it is formed
according to different foundations based on participation
in opinion and the implementation of dialogue. Which is in
essence an abstraction of the adult opinion that has gained
the approval of the whole.

When examining the concepts of shura and public
opinion, we find that shura is superior to public opinion in
many respects because it gives every individual in society
the right to participate in opinion, while public opinion in
its measurements is satisfied with a sample that represents
society, and public opinion shares with shura in that it is a
general practice that shares in influence. In decision-making in
the state and society, and this is known scenes where research
centers and public opinion studies conduct periodic surveys of
public opinion to identify the trends of public opinion towards
specific issues in order to help the decision-maker to see what
is going on in society and then take the decision in the light of
what he has Data on public opinion.
